FRYD 

“Suroon Kay Sung – Sangeet Kay Rang”

in collaboration with Pakistani musicians
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FRYD's music is inspired by the Nordic mythology as well as Norwegian folk music, sagas and fairytales. Elements here have a lot of similarities to the Eastern folklore and culture.
You may hear this in FRYD's music.
The FRYD musicians include Mocci Ryen – a singer, songwriter with vocal versatility and talent which has developed to become one of her biggest strengths as a singer, interpreter and artist. Mocci’s musical influences has evolved through a crossover between soul, jazz, electronica and world music. On trumpet and goathorn, Hildegunn Øiseth manipulates the sounds of her trumpet, her voice and goat horns with electronic equipment inspired by both nature and urban civilization. A combination of beautiful noise and a fragile crying voice, she brings new dimensions into the music. Using computer and sampler as composition tools, Ingrid Kindem on keybords and programming manipulates old folk music instruments, nature surroundings and rhythm patterns to develop her own soundscapes. Her work concentrates on musical representations grounded in modern, Nordic musical expressions. 
FRYD was initiated after a performance in Islamabad march 2005 as part of the Telenor launch in Pakistan. The members of FRYD are all part of the Telenor Cultural program and was invited to perform together for the first time in Islamabad. The three female musicians from Norway were met by both wonder and interest from the pakistani audience – not least because of their collaboration with the wellknown Pakistani band FUZÖN. Wonder because collaborations between female and male musicians is quite controversial in muslim countries and within contemporary music it is rare for female and male musicians to collaborate on the same level. Interest because found in FRYDs music there are many similarities between raga’s and norwegian scales, between bhangra and halling, benjo and langeleik, harmonium and torader, dhol drums and “slåttetrommer”.

Throughout 2005, FRYD was invited 4 times to Pakistan. They opened the World Performing & Visual Arts festival in Lahore, performed concerts care of the Norwegian Embassy in Islamabad, performed 3 times for President Pervez Musharraf who during his speech at the 2005 KARA Film Awards commended the 3 Norwegian musicians. FRYD was also featured on HUM TV’s ”Galaxy Music Concert 2005” and performed LIVE on the New Year Concert event. The collaboration with FUZÖN resulted in a studio recording in Karachi that same year as well as performances both in Pakistan and Norway. Shallum Xavier (FUZÖN) has continued collaborating with the girls and have performed with FRYD at the MELA festival in Oslo August 2006 and is also featured in FRYD’s tour of Pakistan the fall of 2006.

Whilst performing at the World Performing & Visual Arts festival in Lahore, FRYD had the pleasure of working and performing with the talented Chand and Sooraj Khan – sons of  Ustad Hussain Bukhsh Khan. The two vocalists as well as Lahore based flute virtuous Baqir Abbas will join FRYD on the tour of Pakistan 2006.
Other Pakistani artists who have worked with FRYD in the past are Shafqat Amanat Ali (FUZÖN), Imran Momina (FUZÖN), Ustad Shabbir Hussain Khan (tables), Gonga & Mithu Sain (Dhol), Louis “Gumby” Pinto (drums) and Najam Sheraz. Studio recordings made in Folk Audio Recording Studio in Lahore features some of the artists. 
FRYD has also been interviewed by several Pakistani TV channels and newspapers. ARY  digital TV, GEO TV and HUM TV have all expressed an interest in making a documentary on FRYD and their collaborations in Pakistan. 

Through collaboration with Pakistani artists, FRYD wishes to explore contrasts and similarities between Norwegian and Pakistani music. Through these collaborations, FRYD seeks to create new modern music inspired by our different cultures and traditions.

THE MUSICIANS
Mocci Ryen (vocals)

A graduate from Liverpool Institute for Performing Arts (UK), Mocci released her first hit single ”You’ve got the motion” in 2001 and became cultural ambassador for the HIV and AIDS Telethon by Kirkens Nødhjelp. International collaborations include the producers of the world renowned ”Cafe del Mar” compilations and her latest single “Tonight” (2006) was co-written by producers Daisy Pusher in L.A. She has appeared in a number of TV shows and was televised worldwide when jamming with Patti Labelle during the 2004 Nobel Peace Prize Concert. Mocci continues to tour throughout US, England, Germany, Ibiza, Asia, South Africa and South America with various projects as well as for the Norwegian Concert Institute.

Hildegunn Øiseth (trumpet, goathorn)

After graduating from the Swedish academy of music in 1990, Hildegunn spent 9 years with Bohuslän Big Band where she toured with eminent jazz legends and recorded several CD’s. She then left for South Africa and spent 2 years exploring rhythms and soundscapes and also helped form the band Uhambo, Back in Norway she has been involved with several LIVE bands for television and is touring for the Norwegian concert institute with programs for both youngsters and children. Hildegunn participated in LANDS KAPPLEIKEN 2005 on both goat horn and lur. In 2006 she will release a solo album produced by Svein Schultz.

Ingrid Kindem (keyboards and programming)

Educated at Trondheim University in Norway, Ingrid works as a composer, freelance musician and orchestra leader with frequent engagements for the Norwegian Broadcast Association Television and the Norwegian Concert Institute (Rikskonsertene). She received the Norwegian Spelleman Award in 1997. She has participated in numerous projects with folk musicians from Norway, Greenland, Iceland, Denmark and Finland and has toured in the Nordic countries, Kosovo, England, Switzerland, Hong-Kong, Ghana, South Africa, Pakistan and India.
Shallum Xavier (Guitar)

Known from the pop sensation Fuzön who experienced enormous success with their debut album ”Sagaar” released in 2002. The title tune ” Ankhon ke Saagar ” climbed to the top of the charts in Pakistan and several no. 1 hits followed. FUZÖN won the Pakistani Music Award 2005 for best song and video and was the first band to mix Asian classical traditions with western music. Allthough still a member of FUZÖN, Shallum is also a songwriter and active with soloprojects and collaborations with other artists such as Hadiqa Khayani, Najam Sheraz, Strings, Fakhir, Ali Haider and Ahmed Jhanzed. 
Chand and Suraj Khan (vocals)

Sons of Ustad Hussain Bukhsh Khan, Chand and Sooraj’s talent is notable. Their performances – usually together – master the art of notational passages and rhythmical control. The two beautifully intone renditions of raag Bageshri, besides thumri and rare bandishes in raag Adana. Chand and Sooraj are touring extensively in Pakistan and abroad. 

Baqar Abbas (flute)
Started in 1987 playing with Ustad Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan and other famous musicians of Pakistan as well as famous names from the Indian music industry such as Adnan Sami and the singer Ayesha Bohslay. Has been engaged by the Royal British Symphony Orchestra in London and has also been in Cape Town working with South African musicians. Bakar has toured extensively throughout the world.

Bashir Khan (tables)

Ustad Bashir Khan inherits the authentic baaj of Punjab Gharana through his guru Karim Bux Palma who was one of the most acclaimed tabla players of his time. Bashir has toured extensively trough the US, South Africa, Europe, The Arabic continent and Japan and accompanied greats such as Ustad Amanat Ali Fateh Ali Khan, Ustad Rats Khan Sitaranawaz, Ustad Fateh Ali Hameed Ali Khan, Ustad Raza Ali Khan and many more.  Apart from running a music academy in Karachi, Bashir is also teaching his art at the prestigious National Academy for Performing Arts (NAPA).

Øyvind Madsen (bass)

Almost an institution himself, Øyvind Madsen has played with almost everyone of musical importance in Norway not too mention the International pop sensation A-HA. Øyvind is also a renowned composer and arranger which has resulted in several musical projects both for TV, Theatre and touring companies. In 2001 he also published his very own bass players manual. As a frequently used studio musician, he masters musical styles ranging from blues and soul to jazz and pop. From South American beats to African rhythms.

Børre Flyen (drums/percussion)

Working as a professional musician since 1996, Børre Flyen has performed with the Norwegian Broadcasting Orchestra, been in LIVE bands for several TV productions and Gala concerts (lastly the Nobel Peace Prize Concert). Børre has also performed in the TV show “Kykelikokos” from 1996-1999. As well as touring all over Norway for the Norwegian Concert Institute, Børre is a well known theatre musician for major plays and musicals in Norway. His career as a producer started in 2004 with the record “Sangen om Yebo” for Geirr Lystrup which won critical acclaim.
